ÅMore than half of all pupils in 
Leeds took a packed lunch to 
school in 2013-14.

ÅSchool meals must meet the 
School Food Standards by law.

ÅThese School Food Standards 
changed in January 2015.

ÅThe uptake for Universal Free 
School Meals is below national 
average at Kerr Mackie. 
(Reception ςYear 2)
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ÅThere are no national standards or 
regulations in place to support those 
families who provide a packed lunch. 

ÅOnly 1% of packed lunches 
met the previous nutritional 
standards for school meals. 

ÅWithout an effective policy, 
pupils having a packed lunch 
may be at a disadvantage

ÅNo policy means conflicting messages for pupils
